2.   JOB PURPOSE:

· The post holder will work within the respiratory team contributing to the delivery of the Home Ventilation Service and ESD for COPD service. 
Home Ventilation Service:

· The Home ventilation team provides a service for 200 patients living in Devon with non-invasive and invasive ventilatory needs. 

· He/she will provide clinical support and expertise to patients who require home mechanical ventilation, augmented cough and/or oxygen therapy.

· He/she will provide clinical advice, psychological support and an educational role to patients, carers, and health care professionals with regards to home mechanical ventilation.

· He/she will be required to support the Home Ventilation Clinical Lead in the development of the home ventilation service according to need.

· Undertakes audit and research projects and develops policies and procedures as required. 

Early Supported Discharge for COPD

· The post holder will work as a member of a specialist team contributing to the delivery of the Early Supported Discharge service for patients with COPD

· He/she will assess and treat patients with complex respiratory conditions including acute, chronic and life-limiting cases and lead the service in the delivery of seamless transition between the acute trust and the community. He/she will be flexible to support their nursing, physiotherapy and occupational colleagues in ensuring safe and timely discharges and the on-going management of these patients in their own environment. This post will involve assessing, treating and providing a holistic management plan to patients in their own homes and referring them on to other specialties or for further rehab including pulmonary rehab as required. This post will be covering the community areas of Woodbury, Exmouth, Budleigh (WEB) and Exeter

· He/she will work to improve and maintain the Early Supported Discharge service based on best practice and current national guidelines. This includes acting as a key worker for patients with COPD 

· He/she will provide expert knowledge, skills and experience in the field of respiratory practice and act as a resource to advise, educate and support those involved in the care of people with respiratory disease, both in the primary and secondary care setting.
· He/she will carry out respiratory procedures

· He/she will provide clinical supervision to other staff/students

· He/she will lead clinical audits in their own specialist area.

6.      KEY RESULT AREAS/PRINCIPAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

Clinical Practice 
Undertaking physio led clinics and providing expert advice, education and support to patients, their families and/or carers regarding their ongoing care and condition

Understands and recognises own limitations and refers to a more experienced specialist when required. 

Dealing with patients from diagnosis through to end stage disease, provides and receives sensitive/highly sensitive, complex or contentious information to patients, their relatives and members of the public with empathy and reassurance.
Communicates with a range of other nursing staff, acting as a specialist resource

Develops the skills to assess and interpret specialist information and conditions and takes appropriate action

Undertakes clinical procedures that require dexterity and accuracy, including capillary blood gas sampling and spirometry in order to ensure accurate complex assessment of patients and initiate treatment within agreed guidelines.
Analyse arterial blood gas results whilst assessing and following up patients for long term oxygen therapy, Non-Invasive Ventilation and invasive ventilation. 
Request and interpret laboratory tests, Chest x rays and respiratory function tests, sputum test etc when assessing patient care needs.

Promote better health expectations for patients with respiratory disease and encourage strategies for healthier lifestyles

Utilise communication skills to facilitate the understanding and concordance of medicines management with patients, staff and carers

Assess, plan and deliver an evidenced base programme of complex care to both respiratory inpatients and outpatients.

Undertake home visits for patients who require oxygen therapy and Non-Invasive Ventilation and invasive ventilation providing follow up, review and advice on respiratory conditions 
Leadership and Management 

Deputises for and supports senior colleague/s of the speciality in their absence.

Contributes to the provision of specialist protocols and policies

Responsible for organising own workload within the requirements of the specialist team activities and work plan

Produces and presents reports as required

Provide representation on committees/working groups as required 

Be aware of budgetary limitations and provide highest quality nursing service within those confines

Contribute to the evaluation of the effectiveness of new pieces of equipment.

Make line manager aware of any concerns regarding the quality of service provided in a constructive manner

Provides teaching in practice to other staff and students through clinical supervision/facilitation 

Acts as a positive role model for other staff and students

Teaches patients and their families/carers about managing own condition

Participates in the planning, delivery and evaluation of the in-house education and training programme for all disciplines of staff
Facilitate the development of other nurses within the speciality by providing clinically based teaching sessions within own clinical area as requested

Manage and support junior colleagues within the department

Plan, deliver and evaluate staff, patient and carer specialist education programmes for use within one-to-one and group sessions

Facilitate visits to the department by all disciplines.

Provide clinical and academic support for nurses undertaking a specialist programme of study.

Research and Development

Ensure clinical practice developments are based on best available evidence.

Review and disseminate new information to relevant staff.

Evaluate clinical practice in relation to its evidence base and clinical effectiveness

Use core audit skills to enable the specialist team and other health professionals to improve quality of care

Collect and collate epidemiological data to enable the team to inform independent or collaborative review of clinical practice

Maintain responsibility for own professional and specialist development.

Participate in regular performance appraisal

Use reflection to identify and prioritise education/development needs.

The post holder will have frequent exposure to distressing or emotional situations.
