KEY RESULT AREAS/PRINCIPAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Care Management:

· To assess, plan, deliver and evaluate the individual care requirements of patients using the designated nursing model and processes.
· To provide supervision and instruction to team members in their implementation and evaluation of care programmes.

· To assist with the development and use of appropriate nursing models and care delivery systems which achieve the patient care philosophy of the unit.

· To supervise and instruct support staff so that they integrate into the team and operate effectively within the boundaries of their role.
· Manage & co-ordinate the Recovery Bay, liaising with the Site Management Team, wards & departments as necessary. To also be aware of & fully understand the Escalation Policy & how to implement it.
· To become competent & proficient team members in all areas covered within the Radiology Unit- to include Special Procedures, Fluoroscopy, Recovery Bay, CT  & MRI.

· Manage & co-ordinate room allocation, with general & specialist knowledge of radiology equipment & procedures.

· To be fully aware of, & responsible for completing room checklists & ensuring all equipment is clean & in a good working condition.

· Be aware of the need for timely stock management & know how to order items using the in house ordering system for Radiology.

· To liaise with Doctors, Consultants, Medical Teams & Specialist Nurses in terms of patient care, & at times, discharge from the Recovery Bay.
· Liaise with Portering Dispatcher & porters to optimise patient flow from wards to the department.

· To undertake a thorough & safe admission & discharge process for all patients.

· To undertake a thorough, complete, safe & timely transfer of patients to other wards & departments using the SOP ‘For the Transportation of Patients to Radiology’ as a guideline.
· To conduct a thorough, complete & timely handover of patients to other wards, departments & staff members, maintaining confidentiality at all times.

· To be signed off as competent after completion of the Intravenous Therapy Module.

· To be confident & competent in administering drugs (IV,oral, via PICC/Mid/CVC or Port, PR) in a range of settings (Specials, Fluro, CT & MR). To have a sound knowledge base of which drugs are needed for each specialist procedure.
· As a Band 5 member of staff, after a sufficient induction period, to partake fully in the On Call rota- to include night cover, weekends & Bank Holidays. 

· To undertake & complete the ILS course, in order to be able to undertake MR sedation safely & effectively.
· After in house training, be competent in obtaining blood samples for INR checks using the CoaguChek XS Plus machine.
· To undertake & successfully complete pump training, for relevant devices used within the department- to include PCA pump & Volumetric).

· To undertake & successfully complete Entonox Training with the Pain Management Team.

· Be willing to undertake & successfully complete the Venepuncture module, in order to obtain blood samples from patients attending the unit.

· To undertake the CVC module in order to administer drugs & fluids safely & correctly via a variety of lines- to include PICC/ Mid/ Central & Ports.
· Following in house training, become competent in removing arterial sheaths & micro puncture sheaths  post procedure, & be aware of & fully understand the implications for post procedure guidelines & monitoring of the patient.

· Following in house training, become competent in safely removing Fistula stitches, and be aware of & fully understand the implications for post procedure guidelines & monitoring of the patient.
· To be competent & confident in offering patient education, pre and post procedure & on after care at home.
· After in house training, become competent in using the CRIS system in order to complete day lists for patients under going procedures, & to be able to scan correct patient documentation. 

· To be allocated a role within the Link Nurse Framework, as & when subject areas become available.

Quality Management:

· To assist with the implementation and maintenance of standards monitoring systems.

· To assist with the planning and implementation of improvements to patient services.

· To assist with the implementation of improvements to working methods and practices.

· To participate in and contribute to changes and improvements within the Directorate and Trust.

Financial Management:

· To assist with the monitoring and control the use of resources within budgetary limits.

· To assist with the analysis of staffing requirements against workload activity.

· To contribute to the allocation and distribution of staffing in order to provide efficient labour utilisation within budgetary limits.

· To develop financial awareness within the team so that individual staff contribute to the efficient use of resources.

Information Management:

· To assist with the collection, recording and storage of information.
